David Reilly, a founding member of techno-rock outfit God Lives Underwater, died Sunday of
complications stemming from longstanding stomach problems. Reilly was the band's vocalist and chief
programmer; he also played guitar and synthesizer on God Lives Underwater's four LPs, the most recent
being 2004's Up Off the Floor. Corporate Punishment Records, which released Reilly's solo album Inside
that same year, said in a statement he'd recently inked a solo deal with Universal and was working on
material for his second album. ... Guitarist Nick Hawkins, known for his work with Big Audio Dynamite,
died of a heart attack on October 10 in his Las Vegas home. He was 40. Hawkins joined the band in 1990,
and helped craft the group's two largest hits, "The Globe" and "Rush." He remained with B.A.D. through
various lineup shifts and name permutations until 1997. He had been working with his band Dusk Til
Dawn on material for a forthcoming album at the time of his death. ... A coroner has determined that
former "Saturday Night Live" castmember Charles Rocket (born Charles Claverie), 56, committed suicide
by slicing his own throat in a field near his home in Canterbury, Connecticut, on October 7. Rocket, who
appeared in the TV show "Moonlighting" and the movies "Dumb and Dumber" and "Dances With Wolves,"
was most famous for dropping the f-bomb during a spoof of "Dallas" on "SNL" in the 1980-1981 season,
when he uttered, "Who the f--- did it?" The profanity unileashed complaints from viewers and Rocket was
fired. ...

Krist Novoselic cut the ribbon on Saturday to celebrate the opening of what amounts to a grunge hotel in
downtown Seattle. Hotel Max features local artists and photographers’ work on the guest doors, and of
special note, the fifth floor is devoted to the icons of the Seattle grunge scene — with life-size shots of
Nirvana, Pearl Jam and Courtney Love by Charles Peterson covering the room doors. The hotel has
also published a book, called "Maximalism: Art at the Hotel Max, Seattle," showcasing the work featured in
the hotel. ...
